Important Notices for Each Vaccine
1) For BCG, a tuberculin test is not held and BCG is BCG
directly inoculated.
(2) An oral polio vaccine is usually used. The Chinese
produced polio vaccine is shaped in a drop (The shape
is different from the Japanese vaccine, but it satisfies WHO
the WHOQ's standards so there is no problem with the
effectiveness of the vaccine).
(3) Rather than MMR, a regular measles vaccine is MMR
used.
(4) The Hepatitis B vaccine is administered to all B

newborn babies.
