1) For BCG, a tuberculin test is not held and BCG is BCG BCG

(2) An oral polio vaccine is used. However, in Peru on
NID (National Immunization Day), all infants under five
are given the polio vaccine regardless of whether
they've had it before or not. Because of that, it is not
uncommon for children to have received the polio
vaccine nearly ten times between scheduled
vaccinations and NID.

(3) The three types mixed vaccine is an improved
whopping cough vaccine, and there are mostly no side
effects.

(4) Instead of the measles vaccine, MMR is used.

(5) The Hepatitis B vaccine is administered only at
some hospitals
