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Important Notices for Each Vaccine

1) BCG vaccinations do not take place. Many children BCG

who plan on returning to the United States are not BCG

BCG vaccinated. This is because there is a possibility

that the child may receive anti-biotic if the child tests

positive of the tuberculin test taken in elementary

schools in the U.S.

2) Inactivated vaccines are used for Polio.

3) A whooping cough vaccine is used for the three

types mixed and there are few side affects.

4) MMR is used instead of measles vaccines. MMR

5) Hepatitis B shots are given to all new borns.

When entering elementary school, you will be required
to submit a vaccination certificate (record) so children
returning to the U.S. must have one ready with them.
